
LENT AND EASTER CELEBRATION 2018 
 

FASTING AND ABSTINENCE 
The Church’s official position concerning fasting 
and abstinence from meat during Lent:  Catholics 
between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged to fast on 
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  In addition, all 
Catholics 14 years old and older must abstain from meat 
on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday and all the Fridays of 
Lent. 
 
Fasting as explained by the U.S. bishops means 
partaking of only one full meal.  Some food (not equaling 
another full meal) is permitted at breakfast and around 
midday or in the evening – depending on when a person 
chooses to eat the main or full meal. 
 
Abstinence forbids the use of meat, but not of eggs, milk 
products or condiments made of animal fat. 
 
Fasting 
Jewish Law required fasting on only one day of the year 
- -Yom Kippur, the last of the 10 days of penitence 
introducing the New Year.  However, special public fasts 
could be called in the face of disasters, e.g. a famine.  
There were also private fasts.  For example, some 
Jewish people fasted every Tuesday and Thursday. 
 
As Christians, we fast as a way of asking God for wheat 
we need, or of doing penance for our sins.  But more 
deeply, fasting is a form of prayer---prayer in action.  It 
helps us experience and express: 

� Our hunger for God 
� Our dependence on God 
� Our weakness and frailty 
� Our willingness to change some of the sinful 

patterns in our life 
� Solidarity with the poor, the outcasts, the 

alienated, etc.

The Catholic Strong Campaign is different from the House of Charity, which funds the day-to-day programs, 
services, and ministries of the Diocese and helps parishes, families, and individuals with immediate needs 
across South Jersey.  Primarily, the Catholic Strong Campaign will generate funds for the parishes 
themselves.  However, 30% of the overall funds raised through Catholic Strong will be directed at diocesan 
needs that are not currently funded through House of Charity income, including expanding evangelization and 
social service outreach efforts, as well as allowing the Diocese to focus on key areas of the 2015 Bishop’s 
Commission on Catholic Schools report.  At its core, Catholic Strong is a campaign to expand, strengthen 
and empower our Church to stand prepared to serve future generations. 
 
As we begin the Catholic Strong Campaign here at Saint Simon Stock Parish, the House of Charity will 
continue, and in fact run concurrently.  We are confident that these two important efforts will co-exist 
successfully.

Do you ever think about how difficult it must have been 
for Jesus to come into Galilee, knowing that John had 
just been arrested for teaching the same message that 
Jesus was proclaiming.

We 
must be willing to surrender completely to God, trusting 
that God will always give us all that we need to fulfill His 
plan for us.
